Policy Statement

Journeys are to be coordinated with the view of minimising fuel consumption and 
vehicle emissions, where possible the volume of vehicles travelling will be kept to a 
minimum and all vehicles will be regularly tested in accordance with VOSA 
regulations and guidelines.

With the adoption of this policy regular meetings and channels of communication will 
be formed so that all environmental issues can be effectively evaluated and dealt 
with.  All changes to the policy will be expressed through company memo and 
records of which will be kept on personal file.

Annual reviews will be conducted by management to assess whether the terms of 
this policy have been met and also the efficiency of performance with the aim of 
evolving to suit the needs and demands of the company.
